REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

EDUCATIONAL SERVICE PROVIDER

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Regents Academy (the “Academy”) is requesting proposals from qualified vendors for educational service provider services (“ESP”) under the following requirements, terms and conditions.

The Academy anticipates being authorized by the Board of Education of the Redford Union School District as a school of excellence that is a cyber school serving grades 6-12 and will be available for enrollment to all pupils in Michigan.  The Academy operates as a nonprofit corporation in the state of Michigan.
Objective:

The Academy would like to establish an ongoing relationship with one or more ESPs that will develop and implement a challenging, balanced cyber school curriculum.
Proposal Submission:

Proposals must be received by mail or email to the above address any time prior to, but not later than, 5:00 p.m. on July 23, 2014.  Proposals receive after this time may be returned to the ESP.  At its sole discretion, the Academy may extend the deadline for the delivery of proposals.  Proposals must be submitted to

All proposals submitted must be held open and remain valid for a minimum period of 90 days after the due date for the proposals.

RFP Terms:

The proposals will be reviewed and will form the basis for further evaluation of possible ESPs and for establishing a future Educational Service Provider Agreement or agreements.

The Academy reserves the right to reject, in its sole discretion, any and all proposals, or to waive any informalities, irregularities, or technicalities in any proposal, should it be deemed to be in its best interest to do so.  An educational service provider agreement will be awarded, if at all, to the responsible ESP meeting specifications as determined by the Academy.  While the net cost to the Academy is a significant concern, the Academy’s board is equally concerned with the proven ability of the ESP to satisfactorily perform the services required under the educational service provider agreement.
Method of Evaluation:

The Academy’s board will consider the dollar amount of the base proposal and any guaranteed savings, along with the ability of the ESP to perform, in determining the award of any contact.  The Academy expects to receive the highest quality of educational service provider services available in the industry at a competitive cost.  The ESP must demonstrate experience in delivering a quality education program that improves academy achievement.  Other factors which will receive considerable weight will include, but are not limited to:

1. Experience in cyber school management.

2. Track record in meeting state and federal educational standards and requirements.

3. Financial references.

4. Reputation and business references for service, standards and reliability.

5. Industry credentials and certifications.

6. The range and scope of management services provided.

Specific Requirements for Proposal:

1. A list of cyber school clients, including the name and telephone number of a contact person at the school, that an Academy representative may contact as references.  Proposals are limited to ESPs with experience providing comprehensive management services for cyber schools.

2. A description of the ESP’s prior experience with establishing and operating cyber schools.

3. An overview and detailed index of the curriculum to be implemented and the method of implementation.  The curriculum must be immediately applicable to grades 6 through 12 but expandable to kindergarten through 12.

4. A detailed marketing plan on how the Academy will be marketed to potential students.

5. A proposed educational service provider agreement.  This must include a detailed description and definition of the ESP’s fee and what services are and are not included as part of the fee.

ESPs without prior experience in cyber school management need not apply.
