
P  arents sometimes feel that education is so 
important that it should be the job of educa-

tors. But teachers can’t do the job alone. Working 
together as partners with the school, you can help 
instill the desire for success in your child.
	 To support your child’s learning: 
•	 Provide resources at home. You don’t need a 

lot of expensive equipment, but you should pro-
vide a quiet, well-lit place for your child to study. 
Having a few basic tools, such as pens, pencils, 
paper and a dictionary will make studying easier. 

•	 Monitor homework. Even if you don’t remem-
ber the math you studied in school, you can still 
help by making sure your child sticks to a daily 
homework schedule and completes all his assign-
ments. Encourage your child to do his best.

•	 Stay in contact with the teacher. Discuss your 
child’s academic progress. Talk about behavior 
concerns. Ask what the teacher has observed. 

•	 Support school policies. Read the school hand-
book. Discuss all the rules and behavior expecta-
tions with your child.
